Who Are UTMB’s Campus Security Authorities?

Federal law requires UTMB to disclose statistics both for crimes reported to local police
agencies and campus security authorities. At UTMB Campus Security Authorities include:

Employees of the UTMB Police Department including commissioned police officers, and
non-commissioned guards.

UTMB employees responsible for campus security who are not employed by the UTMB
Police Department. (e.g., individuals

responsible for monitoring the entrance into institutional property).

Individuals or organizations specified in UTMB’s statement of campus security policy as
individuals or organizations to whom students and employees should report criminal
offenses; and

All UTMB officials who have significant responsibility for student and campus activities.
At UTMB these officials include :

1.) Provost Dean, School of Medicine

2.) Dean of the School of Nursing

3.) Dean of Health Professionals

4.) Vice President of Dean of Graduate School of Biomedical Sciences

5.) Vice President for Human Resources and Employee Services

6.) Associate Vice President for University Student Services

7.) Director of Student Housing

8.) Employees may report any offense to the Employee Assistance Program
